On a number of recent occasions it has been found that the bolts securing the bearing housings on the top and bottom flyboom pivots have been allowed to remain loose for a considerable period of time.  We must point out that these bolts are considered to be a critical fastener and are marked with sentry seal on production.  This therefore requires these bolts to be part of the operator’s daily inspection and a careful check during all routine services to ensure that they are retightened if they should become loose.
Failure to ensure that these securing bolts are tight could lead to fretting between the bearing housing and the flyboom structure as well as elongation of the bolt holes.
